4. Details of the inspection — background
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(1) Instant Notice of Inspection is filed under duress by the filers, who are Requesters of
Inspection in instant court file. Regulation 3 of the Regulations of the Court — Inspection
of Court File (2003) says:

3. Party in a court file is permitted, following completion of a Notice of
Inspection, pursuant to Form 1 in the Appendix (herein after “Notice of
Inspection), to inspect the court file to which he is a party, unless such
inspection is prohibited by law...”

The filers are parties in the ancillary process of Request of Inspection in instant court file,
which commenced in the June 11, 2020 Request to Inspect — No 41. Therefore, they are
permitted to inspect that portion of instant court file, in which they are parties, since upon
information and belief, inspection of the Request to Inspect process in not prohibited by
law.

Paragraph 6 of the 2009 Presiding Justice Beinisch judgment in Association for Civil
Rights in Israel v Minister of Justice et al (5917/97) says:

The right to inspect of parties is established in Regulation 3 of the
Regulations of Inspection. The scope of the right to inspect of a party in
the court file is the widest. A party is not required to file a request to
inspect, it is sufficient that he file a Notice of Inspection, so that he would
be permitted to inspect the court file, unless such inspection is prohibited
by law.

(2) Filers operate in Net-HaMishpat system through the use of a “Smart-card”, and
inspection of the records and dockets in the ancillary process of Requests to Inspect (and
only that part of the court file) was supposed to be possible through electronic, remote
access. However, as a result of difficulties, not under the Filers’ control, they have no
access to entries, which directly pertain to the Requests to Inspect, including in particular
the “Paper File”, “Clerk’s Notices” and “Executed Services” tabs.

(3) On September 22, 2020, Filers received a fax transmission from an anonymous source,
including a 5-page document, with neither State of Israel coat of arms nor name of the
Jerusalem District Court at its head, bearing neither the name of its author nor a signature
— a record that fails to appear as an authentic court record. Such record is perceived as
intended to be accepted by the Filers as a valid and effectual record of the Jerusalem
District Court, and execution of the August 20, 2020 Supreme Court Justice Grosskopf
judgment, which ordered the service of the “Post-it Decisions” on Filers.

(4) On October 22, 2020, Filers filed their request “for Due Process and Upholding the
Good Faith Duty” in this matter, and raised claims pertaining to the dubious nature of the
above-referenced anonymous fax transmission and the document, received in it.

For the purpose of clarifying this point, Figures 1 and 2 are provided, which compare the
“document” in instant court file and a Notice by the Clerk from Zernik v Judge Mersel et
al (39537-05-20) in the Jerusalem District Court, which appears valid.
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Figure 1. Pages 1 and 5 of the unidentified, unsigned document, which was received
through an anonymous 5-page September 22, 2020 fax transmission, which was apparently
intended to be perceived by its receiver as the service of a court record in State of Israel v
Netanyahu (67104-01-20) in the Jerusalem District Court.
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Figure 2. Zernik v Judge Mersel et al (39537-05-20) in the Jerusalem District Court — May
18, 2020 Notice by the Clerk, which appears as a valid, duly made, pursuant to common

conduct.
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(5) On October 26. 2020 — Judge Friedman-Feldman rendered her decision on the request
for Due Process and upholding the Good Faith Duty. Such decision says that generating
the “document™ was a “burden” carried by “the Office of the Clerk under the guidance of
the Administration of Courts and in coordination with it” - but avoids naming any name
or position of the person, who is responsible for the content of the “document” - the
author of the unsigned “document” remains anonymous.

Such decision inter alia says, that “the Office of the Clerk... uploaded the document to
Net-HaMishpat on September 22, 2020 [underline added — jz]. Such phrasing is vague
and ambiguous. It is impossible to determine from it whether the “document” was indeed
duly entered as a court record in State of Israel v Netanyahu. It is well known that it is
possible to “upload” “drafts” into Net-HaMishpat system as well. In fact — the handling
of “drafts” in Net-HaMishpat system is a central issue in Ombudsman of the Judiciary
decision 88/12/Tel-Aviv District in the Judge Varda Alshech “Fabricated Protocols™ affair.

Filers allege that it is patently unreasonable that a “document™ by the Jerusalem District
Court — with no State of Israel coat of arms and name of the Jerusalem District Court at
its head, undated, and whose author’s name and title fail to appear in it — was duly
entered in State of Israel v Netanyahu as a Notice by the Clerk and/or any other type of
authentic court record by the Jerusalem District Court, or any other party in instant court
file.

The above-referenced decision ends by ordering: “The Office of the Clerk shall again
send Requesters the September 22, 2020 document with instant decision attached [bold
added — jz]. Such instruction ignores the request for due service of a duly made Notice by
the Clerk.

(6) On October 27, 2020, Filers received another anonymous fax transmission, with no
cover letter, including a copy of Judge Friedman-Feldman’s decision and the “document”.
It should be noted that this time around the transmission apparently originated from a
different fax machine, with no identifying fax header line at all. Fax transmission from
unidentified machines in legal and business matters is invalid in itself in many
jurisdictions [*].
Filers allege that a reasonable person would conclude that such transmission was not
executed in Net-HaMishpat, and that the “document” was not a “Notice by the Clerk”
that was generated in Net-HaMishpat system, and is not a valid court or legal record.

5. Details of the inspection — records and entries

In view of all the above, Filers request that the Court serve on them printouts of any entry in
Net-HaMishpat in instant court file, which records:

(1) The entry of the above referenced “document”, which was received by fax transmission
on September 22, and again on October 27, 2020, in instant court file — under the “Paper
File” tab, under the “Notices by the Clerk™ tab, under “Decisions” tab, under “Requests
and Instructions” tab and/or any other tab in Net-HaMishpat system. Obviously, Filers

purpose, and they show the docket entries of the Notice of the Clerk in the “Paper File”
tab and in the “Notices by the Clerk™ tab in Zernik v Judge Mersel et al (39537-05-20) in
the Jerusalem District Court);

(2)  In case the above referenced “document” was indeed duly entered in Net-HaMishpat
as a record, which was generated by the Court — a printout of the “Details™ tab, which
includes “Document Name”, “Rendered By”, “Date of Signature”, etc (Figure 5 is
provided for demonstration purpose, and it shows a printout of the “Notices by the Clerk
— Details™ tab in Zernik v Judge Mersel et al (39537-05-20) in the Jerusalem District
Court));
